If he/she agrees
that the request rises to the
level to warrant an
exception, he/she will seek
superintendent approval.
(Note: Exceptions will not be
made for routine games or
practices. It must be an

exceptional situation)

plan never goes into effect, it
is the decision of the
principal.

Should the snow emergency
plan go into effect while an
event is underway, the event
shall be concluded and
participants are to vacate the
facility as soon as practical.
