VOLUNTEER JOB(S) — Each volunteer that performs a specific task or job
that is not associated with an individual program or activity should list the
name of that job. Example: Receptionist at Nature Center.

RECREATION COUNCIL/FACILITY - Each volunteer must check each
recreation council or facility in which they provide service on a regular basis.
If their place of work is not listed, please check OTHER and list work site.
